üPreservation of affordable housing in the neighborhood 
so existing residents benefit from neighborhood 
improvements

Requirements  



üBuild off-site replacement housing in neighborhood 
first 

üPhased approach to demolition and redevelopment 

üMix of incomes within every building/phase 

üEach phase requires competitive 9% low income 
housing tax credit (LIHTC) award 

üLong-term plan to achieve ultimate vision 

üLocal/state commitment needed for land 
acquisition and new infrastructure 

Principles of redevelopment  



üReplacement for Trent Court units includes: 

üOn-site in mixed-income buildings 

üOff-site in mixed-income buildings 

üAll new buildings mixed-income (up to 50% PH)  

üProvide relocation support and assistance 

üPursue mobile vouchers for those families who 
prefer to move to private housing elsewhere 

üRetain one existing building on-site for non-
residential use
